• Corporate Resolution for approval of the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Budget -The Budget Summary should 
be attached.  The resolution should be signed by the pastor and two lay directors.  The Bishop and Vicar 
General will review the budget and sign the resolution.  A copy will be returned for your records.  
Detailed forms and instructions were included in an e-mail sent March 14. 

• Workers’ Compensation Audit Form – This form needs to be completed by all parishes, schools, and 
any other corporate entity covered under the Diocesan Workers’ Compensation Insurance Program.  The 
form and instructions were included in an e-mail sent May 31. 

• Summary of Financial Data – Again this year there is a short form available to those whose 
QuickBooks contain a complete record of all the assets and liabilities of the parish corporation.  For 
details, please refer to the form and instructions included in the May 31 e-mail.  

• QuickBooks Back-up – Please send a back-up of your QuickBooks file by e-mail or on disc after you 
have completed the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 review and reconciliation. 

 
Fraud and Irregularities Prevention:  The Accounting Practices Committee, a group of lay experts who advise the 
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) have issued recommendations to improve existing diocesan 
policies relative to financial governance at the parish level.  We will be reviewing these recommendations and 
implementing changes in the coming fiscal year.  In the meantime members of the Parish Finance Council can take an 
active role in fraud prevention by continuing to implement the policies and procedures already in place: 

• Become familiar with the Diocesan Finance Council’s Accounting Guidelines for Parishes and Standard Internal 
Controls. 

• At least quarterly, an income statement and balance sheet should be provided to the Finance Council. 
• At least quarterly, the general ledger detail should be printed and reviewed by someone from the Finance Council. 
• At least quarterly, someone from the Finance Council should review the reconciliation of the cash and investment 

accounts. 
• Annually, the Parish Finance Council should review the Internal Control Questionnaire and prepare a plan to 

remedy any internal control weakness noted.
