It ‘s easy!

Ask your youth ministry leader for
an application packet. The packet
tells you all about DYMC, its goals,

rules, and meeting dates.

The application form asks you to
explain your reasons for applying
for DYMC, as well as what you've

done in your parish, school and
town. Itis preferred thatyou
have attended Christian
Leadership Institute (CLI)
before joining the DYMC.

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Who are they?
