The purpose of the DYMC AWARD (for the advancement of comprehensive youth ministry) is
to affirm, recognize, and support youth ministry efforts in the Diocese of Davenport. Each
year, the DYMC (Diocesan Youth Ministry Committee) will present this award to one youth
and one adult who have made an outstanding effort to advance comprehensive youth ministry
in the diocese as outlined by the Bishops of the United States in the document Renewing the
Vision. In this document, the Bishops defined the three goals of comprehensive youth
ministry:

e To empower young people to live as disciples of Jesus Christ in our world today

e To draw young people to responsible participation in the life, mission, and work of

the faith community
e To foster the personal and spiritual growth of each young person

To achieve these goals, the Bishops have identified eight components of comprehensive youth
ministry, pointing out that all are equally important and that all components should be
addressed:

Justice and service

e Community Life Leadership development
e Catechesis Pastoral care

¢ Evangelization e Worship and prayer

e Advocacy

This award will be given to the adult and youth that have done the most to advance the
principles of comprehensive youth ministry (not just one or tfwo components or a single goal)
on all levels; parish, community, diocese, and universal church. When nominating someone for
this award, please explain how this nominee promoted many (no one could do all) of the goals
and components of comprehensive youth ministry.



Some additional notes:

1.

The youth recipient must be someone who is currently in high school or who graduated
high school in 2011.

The adult recipient must be someone who has promoted comprehensive youth ministry as
defined in the Renewing the Vision on many levels (parish, community, diocese, and
universal church). The award is based on the life-long activities of the recipient and may
be given to someone no longer active in ministry based on their contributions to
comprehensive youth ministry in the past.
