THE NEW ROMAN MISSAL

The Vox Clara Committee continues to meet in Rome, ironing out the small differences between the
translations approved by different English-speaking conferences in preparation for a single English-
language text to be used around the world. The Committee will pass on their recommendations to the
Congregation for Divine Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments, which has the responsibility of
confirming the final version.

We do not have a date for implementing the new translation of the Missal yet; it all depends on when
final approval is given. However, the latest “guestimate” that | have heard is Advent of 2011. That
means that we will be focusing our catechetical efforts for summer-fall of that year.... While there are no
guarantees, perhaps that can help with your long-term planning and budgeting.
